year. On that date in 1865, U.S.
froops arrived in Galveston,
Texas, the western-most state af
the time, to announce the end of
the Civil War. The following year,
formerly enslaved people
celebrated the anniversary as
Jubilee Day, and the festive
tradition spread through the
remaining states, eventually
becoming a federal holiday.
