Tips To Prevent Falls
The cooler months provide a

refreshing break to get out and
about, but fallen leaves, wet
surfaces and other hazards can
raise the risk of falling. These tips
can help you stay safe.

Wear appropriate shoes.

Properly fitting, sturdy footwear
with nonskid soles will provide
good traction in all types of
weather.

Dress warmly. When you are
cold, your muscles tense up,
which can affect your balance.
Wearing warm layers during cool
weather can relax your muscles,
keeping you steady.

Pay attention. When walking,
focus on the path ahead and
look for any obstacles or slippery
surfaces. Scan the surroundings
using your eyes only; moving your
head to look down or around
may throw off your balance.

Use assistive devices. Handrails,
walkers and canes are designed
to keep you safe, so use them
whenever possible.

Keep your hands free. Carrying
bags or packages can cause
unsteadiness. Try to keep your
load light, or ask for assistance.

Take care around vehicles.

When getting in and out of a car
or bus, take it slow and make sure
your footing is secure before
moving. Hold on to the vehicle
for extra support.

Wipe your feet. Leaves, mud,
ice and snow can stick to the
bottoms of your shoes and get
tracked indoors. Wipe your feet
at the door to clean the soles
and prevent slipping inside
your home.
